Position brackets and toolbox as needed. Mark hole locations. 
Mounting brackets must be on 18" centers to allow use of 
support brace; box must sit on raised section of ribs. Drill 3/8" 
holes on truck frame. Drill corresponding holes on backside 
poly-box. Mount poly-box and mounting brackets to frame. Drill 
through bottom of mounting brackets and into bottom of poly-
box. Assemble brace and bolt securely. Washers or shims may 
be needed to reduce gap between mounting brackets and box 
due to thickness of support brace. Paint drilled holes to prevent 
rust. Silicone drill holes to prevent leaks. If support brace is not 
used due to size constraints, it is strongly recommended to 
fabricate a custom bracket to support the bottom of the box.
